It takes me longer in the mornings now when riding track work, I have to use my exercise pad on every horse which takes up a lot of my time because not all of the trainers have Toe Stoppers, or even the 4 ¾ stirrup irons so I just take my pad off with my Toe Stoppers and use them on there’s.
